The First Lesson Exodus 1:6-22 

A Reading from the Book of Genesis. 
 
And Joseph died, and all his brethren, and all that generation. And the children of Israel were fruitful, 
and increased abundantly, and multiplied, and waxed exceeding mighty; and the land was filled with 
them. Now there arose up a new king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph. And he said unto his people, 
Behold, the people of the children of Israel are more and mightier than we: Come on, let us deal wisely 
with them; lest they multiply, and it come to pass, that, when there falleth out any war, they join also 
unto our enemies, and fight against us, and so get them up out of the land. Therefore they did set over 
them taskmasters to afflict them with their burdens. And they built for Pharaoh treasure cities, Pithom 
and Raamses. But the more they afflicted them, the more they multiplied and grew. And they were 
grieved because of the children of Israel. And the Egyptians made the children of Israel to serve with 
rigour: And they made their lives bitter with hard bondage, in morter, and in brick, and in all manner 
of service in the field: all their service, wherein they made them serve, was with rigour. And the king 
of Egypt spake to the Hebrew midwives, of which the name of the one was Shiphrah, and the name of 
the other Puah: And he said, When ye do the office of a midwife to the Hebrew women, and see them 
upon the stools; if it be a son, then ye shall kill him: but if it be a daughter, then she shall live. But the 
midwives feared God, and did not as the king of Egypt commanded them, but saved the men children 
alive. And the king of Egypt called for the midwives, and said unto them, Why have ye done this thing, 
and have saved the men children alive? And the midwives said unto Pharaoh, Because the Hebrew 
women are not as the Egyptian women; for they are lively, and are delivered ere the midwives come in 
unto them. Therefore God dealt well with the midwives: and the people multiplied, and waxed very 
mighty. And it came to pass, because the midwives feared God, that he made them houses. And 
Pharaoh charged all his people, saying, Every son that is born ye shall cast into the river, and every 
daughter ye shall save alive.

A Reading from the Gospel of Mark. 
 
And Jesus went out, and his disciples, into the towns of Caesarea Philippi: and by the way he asked his 
disciples, saying unto them, Whom do men say that I am? And they answered, John the Baptist; but 
some say, Elias; and others, One of the prophets. And he saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? 
And Peter answereth and saith unto him, Thou art the Christ. And he charged them that they should 
tell no man of him. And he began to teach them, that the Son of man must suffer many things, and 
be rejected of the elders, and of the chief priests, and scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise 
again. And he spake that saying openly. And Peter took him, and began to rebuke him. But when he 
had turned about and looked on his disciples, he rebuked Peter, saying, Get thee behind me, Satan: 
for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but the things that be of men. And when he had 
called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, 
let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save his life shall lose 
it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel’s, the same shall save it. For what shall 
it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in 
exchange for his soul? Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous 
and sinful generation; of him also shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the glory of 
his Father with the holy angels. And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some of 
them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with 
power.”

Lord Most High. ☩ Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.

All glory be to thee, O Lord our God, for that thou didst create heaven and earth, and didst make us 
in thine own image; and, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to take our nature 
upon him, and to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to thee, he 
broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy 
gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in 
remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; 
and looking for his coming again with power and great glory. And we most humbly beseech thee, O 
merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of 
bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ. 
 
And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, 
whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies. Grant, we beseech 
thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and 
Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and ☩ be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; and also that 
we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; 
through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;
